Meeting was called to order at 4:18 pm by President Sanborn. A quorum was present.
Minutes – January 13, 2023 – Moved by Hancock to approve draft minutes. Motion was seconded.  Motion approved.  
Treasurer’s report – Fournier reported on NESGFOA financials. Financials weren’t sent out ahead of the meeting so a verbal report was made.  Massachusetts dues haven’t been paid yet.  A Maine conference financial recap was presented.  Financials will be sent by Fazioli after the meeting for Board review. A motion was made by Rossi to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Motion was seconded and approved unanimously.
President’s Report:   Sanborn had nothing to report as President of NESGFOA.  .  

Executive Director’s report:   Fazioli commented on the conference. 85 attendees registered which is about what we had last year and he feels it was impacted this year by the late April date.  Next year was discussed and April 4 and 5 of 2024 were the recommended dates.  Good topics this year that are different than usual conference topics.  Varying the days of the week for the conference was also discussed. Facility is great for the conference in all aspects. Fazioli will ask attendees on Friday for their feedback including the idea of changing the days of the week it is held.    
Annual conference updates:  
Maine: September 10th to 13th, 2023 - Sanborn reported on the September conference progress.  She presented a budget for review by the Board. Entertainment was mentioned.  Bags are being made for the Conference.  Golf is set. Conference fees will be $295 for municipal attendees, $360 for non-governmental attendees and guests will be $360.00.  There will be tickets available for attendees that want to only stay for one dinner.  Drink tickets will be issued. Hancock asked to receive Sanborn’s spreadsheets. Hancock made a motion to approve the budget as submitted. The motion was seconded and approved unanimously.
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Connecticut:  September 15th to 18th, 2024 -Hancock had little to report on the CT conference in Mystic in 2024. Mystic Hilton, CT is the location. Fazioli reported that the contact person for the conference has changed and he will pass that person’s name along to Hancock.  She will get sponsorship levels ready to share with sponsors at the Maine conference.   
Vermont:  September 14th to 17th, 2025 - Sherman updated the Board and we have a contract with Jay Peak for September 14 through the 17th, 2025.  Room rates are very favorable.  All meals will be on site. There will be lots of fun things to do at the location.  A Motion was by Rossi to approve contract with Jay Peak.  Seconded and approved unanimously.  A deposit will be made of $7,350.00 in 2023 and a second one in 2024.
Other Business:  Delano mentioned that the Audit was completed and the report was issued shortly afterwards.  NESGFOA website needs updating and refreshing.       
Next meeting dates:  June 9, 2023 location to be determined. It will likely be hybrid.  The meeting will begin at 10:00 am.  Review policies and a discussion of NESGFOA scholarships.  Website discussion – what do we want on it?       

Motion to adjourn by Rossi and seconded.  Motion passed unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 5:01 pm.
