Meeting was called to order at 10:02 am by President Sanborn.  Board members introduced themselves since there are several new members. A quorum was present.
Minutes – September 14, 2022 – Moved by Hancock to approve draft minutes as corrected with one attendee listed as absent that was present; seconded by St. Gelais.  Motion approved unanimously. 
Treasurer’s report – Spellman reported on the results of the financials as of October 2022 and the NH conference. He is working with Fournier to transfer the financial records of NESGFOA.  Lindberg moved to approve the Treasurer’s report which was seconded by Millett. 

Motion was approved unanimously.  Ed reported on the Form 990 and the process of review of the return by the accounting firm in Connecticut now known as CLA.  Thanks to the firm for their support. 

President’s Report:   Sanborn had nothing to report as President of NESGFOA.  .  

Executive Director’s report:   Fazioli discussed the spring conference in Waltham, MA giving a summary of the conference for all the Board members.  It is planned for April 27 and 28th, 2023.  He requested a couple topics from each Board member for potential presentations at the conference.  Any speaker recommendations are welcomed as well.  A few topics were discussed.  
Conference updates:

New Hampshire:  St. Gelais reported on the 2022 conference financial results which turned over about $30,000 to the NESGFOA fund balance. She received $182,000 in sponsorships above her goal of $166,000 and said there were approximately 290 attendees. Limiting alcoholic beverages paid for by the conference was key.  She has received many compliments on the conference.  
Maine: Sanborn reported on the conference progress.  Meals will have a ticket and attendees will have to purchase one for their guest.  Day registration option may be possible.    
Connecticut:  Hancock gave a brief report on the CT conference in Mystic in 2024, but not much has changed. Mystic Hilton, CT is the location.  
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Vermont:  Sherman provided a quick update; Gaughan reported on his Jay Peak visit but the Vermont group needs to visit the location with Fazioli and then get together to discuss the various pros and cons of each location. 
Sherman asked for Board feedback on whether the VT conference will be a two-day or three-day conference. What are the best days of the week to schedule a conference?  Sunday to Wed seems 

most popular with the Board and favorable for room rates.  A survey of membership before the end of December will be done by Fazioli to gain insight from them.  
Next meeting dates:  January 13, 2023 by Zoom; Spring conference dates are April 27 & 28, 2023 at Waltham, MA which includes a Board meeting and June 9, 2023 location to be determined.     

Motion to adjourn by Hancock at 11:10 am.  Seconded.   Motion passed unanimously.
